EXTRA-CURRICULAR RULES AND CODE OF CONDUCT FOR THE STUDENT


Elementary

I. Conduct and Dress

A.  Conduct

1.  Students must ride on transportation provided for them by the school district, both going to and returning after the activity unless certain circumstances, with prior approval from the administration (ie: Supt./or A.D.) prohibit the student from riding, otherwise the student shall not be allowed to participate.  The student will be released only to the parent after said activity upon receipt of a written or request before or after said activity or by personal contact with the advisor/sponsor, by the parent, prior to said activity.

2.  Students are expected to be courteous at all times.

3.  During away activities, participants will stay in the gym or school building.

4.  Unruliness, vandalism, and hazing will not be tolerated.

5.  Punishment for any violation of the preceding will be determined by the severity of the violation.

B:  Dress:

1.  Dress slacks or cords with dress shirt will be acceptable .  Wearing blue jeans  or any clothing that the advisor/sponsor finds unacceptable will be prohibited.  Footwear will be at the staff’s discretion and in consideration for weather condition.

2.  No inappropriate jewelry or eye wear will be worn.

3.  Boy’s hair will have bangs above the eyebrow with half of the ears showing and be above the collar.  No  beard or mustache.
C.  Miscellaneous:

1.  Limit of one boom box on a bus or at practice, subject to the bus driver’s and/or chaperone’s discretion.  This should be kept on the bus if taken to away games.

II.  Related to illegal substances Rules

A.  Alcohol, Drugs, and Tobacco.

1.  use of Tobacco , alcohol, or illegal or illicit drugs is strictly prohibited.  Any student, while representing Whitewater School who is in possession of any illegal drugs, alcohol, or any tobacco product will be immediately suspended from that activity for two (2) weeks for the first offense.  A second violation will result in suspension for the remainder of the season.

2.  Any student participating in an extracurricular activities that has been found to have been drinking, smoking, or under the influence of illegal drugs during that particular season while not representing Whitewater High Schools, shall be suspended from their duties for the next two full weeks form the day the suspension is announced.  A second violation will result in suspension for the remainder of the season.
III.    Grade Eligibility:

1.  Any student receiving lower than a 2.0 grade point average and /or any failing grade in any one grading period shall become academically ineligible to compete in any extracurricular activities for the next week.  These students may again become eligible when the above requirements are met at the end of the following Friday.  The grade checks will be performed at the end of each week.

IV.    Curfew: 

1.  Students participating  in any extracurricular activity shall be home by 10:30 p.m. on all school

nights and nights before their activity.  Sunday is a school night.

2.   On a weekend with no games and all Saturday nights, students must be home by 12:30 a.m.
3.   Curfew hours may be extended under special circumstances with coaches/advisors’ approval.
       4.    1st Offense:  Warning and /or punishment to be determined by the coach /advisor.
                2nd Offense:  Miss two (2) entire games, must still practice.

                3rd Offense:  Expulsion from the team for the remainder of the season.

As a student participating in extra-curricular activities, I may not agree with the above rules, but I will accept full responsibility and punishment if these rules are violated.

This agreement is for all sports and extra-curricular activities and events for the 2010-2011 school year.
